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Carer’s Allowance

This benefit is paid to carers who spend 35 hours or 
more each week looking after a severely disabled person. 
You do not have to be a relative or live with the disabled person.

Who Can Claim Carer’s Allowance?

You must meet the following conditions:

1. You must be spending at least 35 hours per week caring for a person who receives either:

· Disability Living Allowance Care Component, middle or higher rate;

· Attendance Allowance at either rate;

· Constant Attendance Allowance paid with a war or individual disablement pension, workmen’s compensation or equivalent benefit.

2. You must be aged over 16 at the time of the claim.   From October 2002 there is no upper age limit to claim.

3. You must be living in the United Kingdom.

4. You must not be in full-time education (21 hours or more each week) including supervised study periods.

5. Any earnings you have from work must be below £100.00. There are a number of clauses associated with this.

6. You can only claim one payment of Carer’s Allowance, even if you care for more than one disabled person.

There are several other miscellaneous details which can be checked with the staff at Disability Action.

How Much Is Carer’s Allowance?

Claimant £53.90 per week

If you are claiming Income Support, this will be reduced by the amount of your Carer’s Allowance. However, you will be entitled to a Carer’s Premium of £30.05 per week.

A claim form for Carer’s Allowance can be obtained from the Social Security Agency, on Telephone: 028 9033 6000. 

They will register your claim from the date you contact them for a claim form.
