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Road Tax Exemption

Who Is Eligible?

All vehicles on the road are liable to Road Tax, which is 
also known as Vehicle Excise Duty.

Concessions for a Disabled Person

Exemption from vehicle excise duty may be granted for a vehicle

used by or for the purpose of a disabled person, if they:

· receive Disability Living Allowance; the higher rate of the mobility component; or

· receive War Pensioners Mobility Supplement; or

· have an invalid carriage which does not exceed 509 kgs in weight unladen

· were in receipt of Attendance Allowance before 13th October 1993 and have a valid MHS330 exemption certificate.

Disabled Passenger Scheme (DPS)

Any organisation carrying persons with physical or mental

incapacities can apply for Disabled Passenger Tax Class. (To

qualify for DPS concession, the appropriate evidence must be

produced). For further advice, contact Vehicle Licensing Central

Office (DVA).

How To Apply For Road Tax Exemption

Before you can get a free tax disc, you’ll need to apply for an

exemption certificate from the agency that issues your benefit. 

The certificate will show your name and that of the nominee, if you have nominated someone to drive for you – in order to qualify for this you must show that ‘the vehicle is used by, or for the purposes of, the disabled person.’

You can use this certificate to claim Road Tax Exemption at your

local Vehicle Licensing Office. If you have any further queries you

should contact your local Vehicle Licensing Office.

If You Are Refused Exemption

Even if you have a certificate from an appropriate agency, the

Vehicle Licensing Office can still refuse to grant Road Tax

Exemption. However, this is unlikely unless they think that the car

will not be used “solely, or for the purposes of, the disabled person.”

There is no formal appeal procedure, but you can write to the

Vehicle Licensing Office, stating why you disagree with their

decision.

Road Tax Exemption for Minibuses

If your organisation provides transport services for people with

disabilities you may qualify for “Nil” rate of duty. For further details

contact your local Licensing Office.
